8) Response to Corona virus crisis
a) Volunteers in the village set up a good neighbours scheme with telephone numbers for people to call for assistance and a WhatsApp group to keep in touch.
b) To confirm Safeguarding Guidance for councillors and volunteers which has been put in place.
c) The Parish Council successfully applied for a grant from Norfolk Community Foundation for £1,000 to support village efforts to assistance those in need due to the pandemic and associated self-isolation, shielding etc. To consider how to use the grant.
9) Allotments
a) The ditch between the grazing allotments and the adjacent field has been cleared as much as possible.

b) To consider and approve amendments to Allotment agreements which the Chair has drafted.
c) Paths between allotments – particular problem between 6a and 7a. Both tenants have contact the parish council. It seems that the path is not as wide as it was. Parish Councillors visited the allotments and agreed that the path had shrunk. The middle of the path was marked out and the two tenants were asked to restore the path to 18 inches on both sides of the line making the path 3 foot in total width. One of the tenants is not happy with the decision. To consider the way forward.
