Welcome from the Chair

Members of the public raised the following matters via email:

· Families using the recreation ground. More notices have now been put up stating that the play area is closed and requesting people to comply with government guidance. The gates have also been taped off again.

· Problem with broken wires on Melton Road. It transpired that there were telephone wires and Openreach have been informed.

· Request from St George’s Church. ‘Fred is still in hospital (recovering slowly) in Hospital and will be for some time. In the past he has tirelessly walked up and down the street open/shutting the church and cutting the grass. Unfortunately the grass keeps growing and we are appealing for help to keep the church grounds under control. So far we have had two offers of help but need a few more to make a rota. Fred has offered the use of his mower which is another option. And possibly make it easier for some.
Village life has changed drastically but St George’s does belong to ‘the village’. Gone are the days when there was a large group dealing with day to day issues. Now it is under five! Therefore it would be great if we could join and keep this delightful building and grounds for the future.’
