Welcome from the Chair

· Reports from District and County Councillors were circulated via email
MINUTES
1) Apologies from V FitzPatrick (District Cllr) and S Aquarone (County Cllr) were accepted.
2) Declarations of pecuniary interest in any of the agenda items listed below. None.
3) The Minutes of the previous meeting (18 June) were approved for the Chair to sign. 
4) Matters arising: progress on items from previous meetings for information or reminders only. Items not on this agenda requiring decisions will be placed on the agenda for the next meeting.
5) Allocation of responsibilities 
a) These remained the same as last year with just an amendment to show that the website was now managed by the Clerk (the full list on the website).
b) It was agreed to delegate authority for making decisions in emergency situations (e.g. Covid-19 lockdown) to the Chair, Vice-Chair and Clerk so that action could be taken and financial decisions made prior to confirmation by full council.
6) Highways
a) Items to report: 

i) Undergrowth on footpath (across Harrold’s land) was waist high and need to be cut back

ii) A few hedges along The Street are overhanging the pavement obstructing the way for pedestrians. A councillor was asked to confirm the properties so that the Clerk could send letters to the owners.
7) Speed Management 

a) It was noted that the Speed Watch Team was waiting for training (which has been put on hold due to social distancing for corona virus).

8) Planning 
a) Applications received from the District Council since the last meeting for consideration: 
i) PF/20/1054: Erection of 2 no. shepherds huts to be used as self-contained holiday accommodation at Lady's Wood, Hindolveston Road, Melton Constable. Link circulated. No objection.
ii) PF/20/1039: Demolition of existing courtyard barn. Conversion and alteration of existing traditional single storey barn to form one dwelling: Barn At, Moores Farm, The Street. Link circulated. No objection

a) Thanks to Joe Walsh for cutting the hedge. However it needs to be still lower for future maintenance so the necessary arrangements would be made.

11) Allotments
a) Health and Safety Inspection: 

i) Two tenants needed to be asked to remove their blackberry bushes from overhanging / covering the path and track. If it was not done then the brambles would be moved when access was required by the tractor. Another tenant needed to be contacted about plastic bags left with muck in on the allotment.
ii) It was agreed to add a clause to the new tenancy agreement restricting tenants to burning of allotment waste only in an incinerator (not a bonfire).

iii) It was decided to request a deposit of £50 for new allotment holders against clearing the allotment when they left.

13) Pocket Parks Plus – wildflower and picnic area on the Recreation Ground

a) Ground works and fencing completed. 
b) A request from a couple of residents for an entrance directly from the Playing Field into the Pocket Park so that people don’t have to negotiate the play area was considered. However this would not be possible as the wildflower planting is along the length of the fence. It was noted that using the first gate across the top of the play area would avoid the play equipment.
c) Planting of wildflower beds and tree to be arranged by the Vice-Chair. The choice of tree would be made in consultation with the neighbours.
d) Picnic tables to be ordered
i) The Clerk was asked to order 3 x square picnic table with seats for eight (brown recycled plastic) for £1,725 + VAT with ground fixings. They would be located on the field while the grass was established in the new picnic area.
e) To consider a request for a bench on the far side of the playing field. This could be one of the three picnic tables or an ordinary bench e.g. Hyde Park Bench £460 + VAT or Park Seat with Back (seats 4) £470 + VAT. It was decided to place one of the three picnic benches at the far end of the field (along with a notice reminding people to take their litter home or put in the bin by the pavilion.
14) Recreation Ground and Pavilion
a) Playground was opened on 4 July in light of government guidance.  A notice was put up advising people to use hand sanitiser etc. Some members of the public have contacted the council to say that it was too early. However the decision was taken in the light of government guidance and the need for children to have somewhere to play.
i) It was agreed to remove that basket ball ring as it was in a poor state of repair

c) Pavilion

It was decided to get a second quote.
ii) Window cleaning: Lisa can clean the inside of the windows but she is unable to reach the top of the windows outside but will do her best to get the cobwebs off with a broom. It was suggested that these could be done by a professional window cleaner. Other suggestions were to get a step-stool.
iii) It was noted with appreciation that Trevor and Rosie had cleaned all the cupboards and drawers thrown some things out. The cutlery, plates and cups etc need to go through a dishwasher. A new cutlery tray was required. 
iv) Reminder that notices should not be sellotaped to the door as it leaves a mess which is difficult to remove. Any notices for the Pavilion should be given to Trevor or Rosie to put up with blue tack
v) The carpet tiles in the pavilion need to be cleaned or changed as they have stains and ground in dirt which a Hoover will not pick up also one of the chairs seat is split showing the foam.
vi) The benches outside need some attention.
vii) It was noted that a new cleaning regime would have to be put in place prior to re-opening.
