e) Salary and on costs. On 24 August, the National Joint Council for Local Government Services (NJC) announced that an agreement was reached between the National Employers and the NJC Trade Union Side on the new pay scales for 2020-21 to be implemented from 1 April 2020.
To approve and sign the standing order instructions to Barclays to reflect the changes including the backdated increases for April to August in the payments for September. (Hourly rate has increased from £12.89 to £13.21).
