Welcome from the Chair

· Members of the public may raise matters of concern and make comments in respect of items on the Agenda before the Parish Council meeting opens. No comments.
· Reports from District and County Councillors (both circulated reports via email)
NCCllr Steff Aquarone reported that the decision about the future of Holt Hall (outdoor education centre) was considered by the Scrutiny Committee. A proposal for NNDC to lease it for 5 years and try to make it a going concern was being discussed. He also noted that he was working in the complex issue of drainage at the development on the former garage site in the village.

NNDCllr Vincent FitzPatrick reported that in this lockdown 2.0 the majority of people at the District Council were working from home so it was best to contact them via email, online or telephone. The District Council was providing support for businesses and those required to self-isolate. The Council had received a government grant (which would be matched-funded) to purchase accommodation to tackle homelessness.

2) Declarations of pecuniary interest in any of the agenda items listed below. None.
3) The Minutes of the previous meeting (15 Oct) were approved for the Chair to sign. 
4) Matters arising: progress on items from previous meetings for information or reminders only. Items not on this agenda requiring decisions will be placed on the agenda for the next meeting.
a) It was noted that thanks had been received from the Air Ambulance for the donation
b) It was noted that Holt Community First Responders had disbanded and the donation had been returned.
c) It was note that one resident was annoyed that he had been asked to cut back his hedge when it was not in fact obstructing the pavement; another resident had queried the properties that had been required to cut back hedges.
d) Vote of thanks to Dave Carter for laying the wreath on Remembrance Sunday.
5) Highways
a) Items to report
i) Potholes: Pinfold Lane – numerous

ii) It was noted that the name sign for Pinfold Lane had not as yet been replaced.

iii) Hedge at Old Vicarage still needs cutting back.

iv) It was agreed to put a note in the newsletter to remind people to wear reflective / Hi-Vis clothing and use a torch when walking in the later afternoon and evening so that they can be seen by drivers.

6) Planning 
a) Applications received from the District Council since the last meeting for consideration:
i) PF/20/1735: Variation of condition 2 (approved plans) of planning permission PF/18/1268 to allow for modification to window position and design including some additional roof lights, addition of covered area on south side of building, reduction of building footprint and repositioning; internal layout modifications; variation of condition 4 (tree protection) to allow development to be carried out in accordance with the submitted arboricultural method statement at 82 The Street. Link circulated. It was agreed that there was no objection to this application.
ii) Bridge End, Foulsham Road, Hindolveston, NR20 5BZ: Change of use from dwelling house (C3) use to children's home (C2) use: Norfolk County Council: http://eplanning.norfolk.gov.uk/PlanAppDisp.aspx?AppNo=FUL/2020/0088. Link circulated [copy of letter would be delivered to neighbouring properties]. It was agreed that the Parish Council was supportive of this application.

iii) PF/20/1039: Demolition of existing courtyard barn. Conversion and alteration of existing traditional single storey barn to form one dwelling: Barn At, Moores Farm, The Street. APPROVED.
iv) LA/20/1275: Internal and external alterations to facilitate demolition of existing courtyard barn and conversion and alteration of existing traditional single storey barn to form one dwelling at Barn At, Moores Farm, The Street. APPROVED.
v) PF/20/1290: Alterations to attached garage including replacement roof with dormer to front and rooflights to form habitable space with roof at Seseme, 2 Church Lane. APPROVED.
b) Appeals:

i) PO/19/1751: Erection of 2 no. dwellings with access (Outline application with all matters reserved other than access) at Land off The Street NR20 5AW. REFUSED.
2) Replica dedication stones for Methodist Chapel
a) Four replica plaques and one explanatory plaque are ready for mounting and fixing to the railings adjacent to the Methodist Chapel at the Village Hall. Work in progress.
3) Allotments
a) Clean up: most of the wood has now been cleared.

i) the clerk was asked to contact three allotment holders regarding the following:

(1) plough and trailer need to be removed
(2) still burning non-allotment waste on the track (and not using an incinerator)

(3) pathway to be re-instated as previously required.

b) Allotment Reps: Colin D’Oyley and Ryan Hubbard
c) It was noted that the paths between allotments would need to be measured and the correct width as stipulated in the new tenancy agreement enforced. Arrangements to be made for Parish Councillors (NL, WJ, WB and HC) to meet up (to inform Allotment Reps when the time has been decided).
d) Permission was granted for an allotment tenant who has moved out of the village to retain the plot until he is allocated one in his new area.

5) Setting the Budget and Precept for 2021-22

a) A draft budget had been prepared in advance and circulated. The figures were reviewed. 

a) To consider likely calls on planned expenditure.
i) A replacement Defibrillator would be required in the next few years, so it was agreed to start a fund to cover the cost (approx £1,500). It was noted that a donation of £200 had already been received and it was decided to invite donations from residents via the newsletter.
b) It was agreed to set the Precept for 2021-22 at £12,625 (an increase of 1%). 
c) The Clerk and Chair would complete and sign the precept from to send to NNDC.
6) Covid-19 Hardship Grant
a) It was noted that two applications were received in response to the notice in the newsletter. Grants were made to two families which were gratefully received.
7) Pocket Parks Plus – wildflower and picnic area on the Recreation Ground

a) Planting of wildflower beds (and tree). CGM to do work 12 and 13 October (put back to following week (£1,747.52 + VAT: to apply herbicide to bare soil, rotorvate entire area, create 3 wild areas, turf rest of area). The work had been completed except for the sowing of the wildflower seeds [this would be done when CGM had received delivery of the seed]. [The owners of the Barn would make arrangements for a stand of birch trees to be planted as agreed with the Parish Council and CGM].
b) To construct picnic tables (one for the bottom of the playing field).
8) Recreation Ground and Pavilion
a) Double gate to playing field damaged at the beginning of August: work in progress
b) It was reported that the Rec was looking good. However someone had attached a piece of rope around the tree to the left of the gate with a twig ‘seat’ attached. Obviously this would need to come down in case there was an accident. Trevor and Wayne J have very kindly offered to dismantle. If there is any money left from the Pocket Park a lick of paint would be great possibly a spring job when things are drier. 
c) Problems
i) People using playground during the evenings / night (and leaving drug-related waste) – reported to the police. Thanks to Zara for clearing up the mess.

ii) Dog waste in bags left on benches outside the Pavilion. To consider what action to take.

iii) Moles: It was agreed to ask Acorn Country Services to deal with the moles (once the grounds maintenance was complete for the season).
